1. See where you’re spending. Start your plan by writ-
ing down where you spend every dollar over the next
month.

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Kansas Senate Update From Senator Schodorf - 2007 Legislative Session

The 2007 Legislative Session began January 8 in Topeka.
Governor Kathleen Sebelius was inaugurated again as the
state’s governor and she gave the State of the State ad-
dress on Jan. 10. The Kansas Senate went to work immedi-
ately and passed Senate bill 30, which set aside enough
money from this year’s state budget to fully fund all three
years of the school finance bill. School finance was settled
last year by the legislature and the courts when we passed
a three-year funding bill. However, too often plans change
and programs are not always completed. The Senate voted
37 to 1 to keep our word and fund the school plan. It now
waits action in the House.

The Senate Republicans announced our legislative agenda,
called Priorities for Progress. It encompasses eleven areas
of state government and issues. One of the top issues is
with our Higher Education institutions. I have been named
chair of the Higher Education task force, which will study
and make recommendations on deferred maintenance, vo-
cational/technical programs and tuition costs. My other
committee assignments remain the same - Education
chair, Commerce Committee and Ways and Means budget
committee.

The Higher Education Task Force has been meeting to dis-
cuss deferred maintenance needs at the universities. Wich-
ita State University has approximately $44 million worth

of deferred
maintenance
projects. They
have been try-
ing to repair
some of their
buildings, but
the state of Kansas owns all the buildings at these univer-
sities. My committee is trying to identify a single source of
revenue without tax increases and develop a plan to meet
the needs of the universities.

Kansas House Update From Representative Dillmore

Dear Friends and Constituents -

The 2006 Kansas legislature passed a moratorium on cities
creating residency restrictions on registered sex offenders.
This provision was a part of "Miki's Law" dealing with
harsher penalties for violent sexual predators. I introduced
a bill that would allow cities to enact restrictions if they
felt those were appropriate for their communities. This bill
was introduced as a result of many concerned parents who
feel that offenders should not be allowed to reside near
schools, playgrounds, and other places where children are
likely to congregate. The House Judiciary Committee will
hold a hearing on this bill (HB2095) on Tuesday, January
30, at 3:30 p.m. in the Capitol. The hearing will be held in
room 313-S. Those citizens who would like to express their
opinion on this matter can appear before the committee or
submit written testimony to be entered into the record.
Anyone who would like to be heard or submit testimony

must notify the committee by 3:30 p.m. on Monday, Janu-
ary 29. Any testimony submitted
must be in writing and 30 copies
need to be provided. You must
include your name and address.
If you cannot come to the hear-
ing, you can send your testimony
to me at RepDillmore@cox.net,
and I will see that copies are
made and distributed to the com-
mittee. If you have questions or
need further information please
