As many of you will recall, District Advisory Boards are 

appointed by the City Council every year (most other city 

boards are appointed every two years). For District VI, the 

appointment process has largely been neighborhood driven 

since the establishment of the boards during Joan Cole’s 

City Council term. Serving on the DAB is a great way to 

learn more about how city government works and to be a 

voice for your neighborhood. 

Two years ago we used a process of asking two of the State 

Senators and two of the State Representatives that repre-

sent District VI to assist in the selection process. Each per-

son interested in serving was asked to submit a resume 

along with letters of support from their representative 

neighborhood organization. The four-member selection 

team then reviewed all of the applications and prioritized 

Time to Reappoint and Appoint District Advisory Board Members  
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This year’s session is wrapping up. The week of March 26 

saw a number of important votes in the Senate. 

The Senate voted to allow the Kansas Department of Wild-

life and Parks to expand its Big Game Permits. This bill 

will help the KDWP manage and oversee hunters. This 

oversight will assist the KDWP in managing the number 

and types of permits issued to all hunters in the state. 

“Alexa’s Law” was amended into another criminal bill. 

This Law would allow prosecutors to bring charges against 

people who commit crimes against a pregnant woman: One 

charge for the crime against the mother, and another 

charge for the crime against her child. This bill includes a 

provision that makes it clear that abortions and medical 

procedures do not apply to this law. 

The Governor will be receiving a bill that prohibits picket-

ing of funerals. This bill would expand the privacy of the 

citizens of Kansas. The bill itself prohibits people from 

picketing within 150 feet of a location where a funeral is 

being held. It also prohibits blocking any entrance to or

neral location, 

or impeding 

any vehicle 

involved in the ceremony. Before this bill goes into effect 

the Kansas Supreme Court will review it. This action will 

prevent individuals from filing suit against the State and 

creating an opportunity for them to be awarded attorney’s 

fees at the People’s expense. 

After 12 hours of debate the Senate voted to concur with 

the House and pass an expanded gaming and lottery exten-

sion bill. This bill would allow the construction of Casinos 

in 4 gaming areas. These areas include, Wyandotte 

County, Sedgwick/Sumner County, Ford County, and 

Crawford/Cherokee County. This bill also puts into place a 

25 year moratorium on further expansion of gaming in the 

State.
